We are 

therefore, committed to offer basic education with a 

spiritual foundation to both young and adults  for self 

sustenance. For that matter, we have put in place edu-

cational programs of intervention below:  

Child Sponsorship: The Archdiocese of Kampala where we 

operate and more so in the political district of Wakiso has the 

biggest orphan population in Uganda of over 200,000 children. 

Child Sponsorship program has been introduced to give both 

local and international sympathizers to sponsor an orphan get 

the much needed education and the basic necessities of life. 

Through this program, life of these sponsored children can never 

be the same.
