3-CONSOLIDATION OF THE ALREADY ESTABLISHED PROJECTS

Ever since we got involved and started this life-changing-mission for Uganda, a number
of projects have been done. I'm happy to report on the following:-

a) Kawango Water Projects.

When water is not close to home, the burden of fetching it most often falls to women
and children. This reduces their available time for education, economic opportunities
and other developments. In 2019 and 2020 Kawango Village communities and Holy
Trinity School gained better access to safe water courtesy Engineers Without Boarders
(EWB) Carroll College Chapter, Helena Montana.

Of the four Water Wells done, three Wells belong to the villages of Kawango A and
Kawango B, with a population of about seven hundred residents. And one Well belongs
to Holy Trinity School, with a population of about four hundred ninety students and
staff.

I'm happy to report that all the Wells are well-kept. Our TJFU Team works with the
village Water User Committees for the well maintenance of the boreholes.

The only concern, however, is that the School Well no longer provides enough water for
the growing school population, which needs urgent attention. Good enough EWB Team
that traveled to Uganda this June took note of the anomaly.

Needless to say, however, the outcomes of addressing water-related challenges go far
beyond water access. The ripple effect of this safe water has contributed to many
sustainable development goals, notably, good health and well-being, quality education,
improved household incomes and gender equality.

b) Kawango Electricity Project.

For many years, since time immemorial, Kawango Villages Nkozi had limited options for
accessing the national power grid. Residents relied on biomass energy or kerosene for
lighting. With few energy options available, business opportunities were scarce and the
economic future of the area appeared dim and uncertain.
